Doors open at 7:30pm. Doors close at 10pm. No students will be admitted into the dance after
10pm. No reentry after leaving the dance. All ticket sales are final. No refunds will be given. All
CFISD and CySprings rules are in place.

Why do we have a Dress Code?

The Cypress Springs High School Administration wants you to make good choices. Homecoming should be fun and
memorable, but we also want everyone to be appropriately dressed, safe, and show Panther PROWL.

With modesty and safety in mind, the following dress code guidelines will be enforced at the Cypress SpringsHigh
School Homecoming Dance. Failure to adhere to the dress code standards will prevent your entry into to the Dance.

General Guidelines (for Cy Springs students and guests):

1. Denim & shorts are not allowed.

2. Underclothing must be worn.

3. No ALC placement, No Suspensions, & Fees and Fines must be cleared for Cypress Springs
students.

Dress Guidelines (for Cy Springs students and guests):

1. Dresses may not be cut below the bust line. Excessive cleavage is not allowed.

2. Dress may be backless as long as it is not cut below the navel; must cover hips & lower back.

3. Midriffs may not be exposed. This includes both the front and sides of the dress.

4. Dress length must be at least directly above the knee ALL THE WAY AROUND as it lays.

5. Dresses must not have a slit that exceeds mid-thigh (5 inches from mid knee).

6. Dresses with any sheer or see thru fabric, whatever is underneath must meet dress code
guidelines.

7. After entry, altering apparel that violates the dress code will result in removal from the
dance.

Suit/Tuxedo/Dress Shirt & Dress Pant Guidelines (for CySprings students and guests):

1. Canes will not be permitted in the Dance.
2. Shirts must be buttoned up to the second button.
3. Pants should fit properly on the hip and not sag below the waistline.

As you begin shopping for a dress/suit, please keep these guidelines in mind. While we will be reasonable inthe
interpretation of these guidelines, we want you to know that you will not be allowed into the Dance if you are not dressed
appropriately. If you have specific questions about the Homecoming Dance dress code, please see an Assistant Principal
for clarification.

Students with suspensions or ALC placements for the 2018-2019 school year will not be permitted to attend the
Homecoming Dance. All campus (PANTHER STORE) fees and fines must be cleared before picking up tickets on
Thursday and Friday!
